MEDIA ADVISORY: Burglary Suspects Arrested

The Fresno County Sheriff’s Department announces the arrest of two subjects involved
in a burglary of Madison Elementary School located at 330 S Brawley Ave in Fresno.

Deputies were dispatched to the school after Sonitrol reported a silent alarm with glass
breakage. Upon their arrival, deputies located a mini van parked in a field just north of the
school.
