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MEDIA ADVISORY:  One Arrested, Two Sought In 

Connection With Residential Marijuana Grow 
 

 

 Fresno County Sheriff Margaret Mims is asking for the public’s assistance 

in locating two persons responsible for marijuana grow located yesterday in 

Caruthers.   

 

 Wanted are 40 year old Daniel Ralph Dunlap and 20 year old Bridget 

Marguerite Flora, both of Caruthers. 

 

 On August 23 at approximately 4:25 pm, investigators from both the 

Sheriff’s Department’s Metro Narcotics and Southwest Narcotics Teams served a 

search warrant at a residence located in the 2500 block of W. Elkhorn Ave. in 

Caruthers. 

 

 Forced entry was made into the residence where investigators discovered an 

extensive indoor/outdoor marijuana growing operation.   

 

 One pound of processed marijuana, 151 mature marijuana plants, grow 

lights, an irrigation system, and other equipment for growing marijuana was 

seized.  109 of the plants were located in two rooms of the residence.  The other 42 

plants were found growing in the back yard. 

 

 The owner of the property, 48 year old Wayne Joseph Hill, was arrested at 

the scene on charges of cultivation of marijuana, possession of marijuana for sale, 

and conspiracy to cultivate and possess marijuana for sales. 

 

 Dunlap and Flora, who live at the residence, were not present when the 

warrant was served. 



 

 Dunlap may be armed and should be considered dangerous.  He is described 

as a white male, 5-10/ 180 pounds with long blonde hair, blue eyes and a fumanchu 

type mustache. 

 

 Flora is described as a white female, 5-4/ 115 pounds with blonde hair and 

blue eyes. 

 

 Both subjects may be driving in a black or dark blue colored 2002 Toyota 

Tercel.
