On October 9™ at approximately 10:00pm, Patrol Deputies dispatched to a missing
person report at the Cherry Auction

Family members reported Alma Pena, 38 years old of Fresno missing at that time.
Alma’s description: Hispanic female adult, 38 years old, 5-0/140 black hair and brown
eyes. She was last seen wearing a grey sweater and blue jeans. (Refer to pictures)

Her vehicle was found at the Cherry Auction on October 9™ during the missing person
investigation. (Refer to picture)

On October 10"™ at approximately 8:00am, patrol deputies were dispatched to rural
western Fresno County regarding a deceased person. Upon arrival at Kamm and Napa
Avenues, S/W of the city of San Joaquin, deputies discovered a deceased person that had
been burned.

Yesterday, October 24", the Fresno County Coroner’s Office positively identified the
deceased person as being Alma Pena.

OUR INVESTIGATION HAS REVEALED:

= Alma was last seen alive at the Cherry Auction on October 9th between the hours of
9:00-10:0am.

= She was last seen by Genaro Ambriz Leon, 34 years old of Fresno (Refer to picture)

= Refer to pictures of Genaro and his truck which is described as 1995 Chevy extra cab
pick up, CA Lic#5E14786

= The nature of their relationship is under investigation and this is what we are asking
the public’s assistance with. (We don’t know what their relationship is)
