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The Coroner’s Office has identified the man killed during Monday’s marijuana 
robbery attempt.  He is Tomás Juarez, 32, of Parlier.  A cause of death is still 
pending. 
 
Juarez has an extensive criminal history.  Fresno County Sheriff’s deputies are 
familiar with Juarez being an active gang member who went by a street name of 
“Diablo.” 
 
Detectives have made three arrests in this case.  None are being charged with 
homicide at this time.  This remains an ongoing investigation.
